Can you raise the Standard of your Misconduct Repor t Forms? 
 

The SCFA receives dozens of Misconduct Report relating to ‘send offs’ and ‘misconduct after the 
match’, occasionally the content of these reports determines whether the individual requests a 
‘Personal Hearing’. In other words, the better the standard of your report, the less likely a ‘Personal 
Hearing’ will be requested. 
 

We don’t expect all reports to read like essays that have been written by English Teachers. However, 
we do expect them to be neat and tidy, spelt correctly and to give relevant detail of the incident. 
Some Referees become frustrated with the results of ’Personal Hearings’ do not let the cause of this 
be the standard of your report. If you would like some support writing reports, either contact the office 
or talk to a senior colleague or member of your Referees Society. 
 

Most common errors are, not clearing all the details of a previous electronic form, which results in 
leaving some details of the previous match, such as 3 teams, wrong date, incorrect competition and 
the player not playing for the team shown (be aware of scrolling the wheel and changing the team 
once highlighted). Also some fields are left blank.  
 

Other errors include using the wrong form. This is usually when a player is cautioned and 
subsequently sent off and there is confusion regarding which offence goes on which form. 
 

If the player is cautioned twice, only the Standard Misconduct form should be used for both offences 
(as they relate to each other). Neither should appear on the Caution Form. 
 

If the player is cautioned and then sent off for a straight red (sending off) offence, both forms must be 
completed. The caution entered on the Caution Form and the send off on  
the Standard Misconduct Form (as they do not relate to each other). 
 

If unsure please phone the SCFA Office for clarification.

Since The FA introduced the Respect Programme 12 months ago, The Sussex County FA has been 
working hard to educate everyone involved in football in Sussex. The question is what effect is this 
having on our game? 
 
The FA launched the Respect Programme following a national survey of 37,000 people, who were all 
involved with some aspect of football either as a player, coach, spectator, administrator, parent or 
referee. Of those surveyed 75% wanted the game to improve by removing abuse towards young 
players & referees and to have a qualified referee at every match. 
 
The SCFA has continued to provide Referee Courses around the county, training people who wish to 
become referees, and this has seen us increase our numbers by 7%, resulting in more matches 
being refereed by qualified referees. There are still too many matches that rely on unregistered 
individuals picking up the whistle on match day to ensure the participants have a game; to these 
individuals we are grateful. If you regularly act as an unregistered referee, why not take the course 
and gain the confidence of fully knowing the Laws of the Game? You would not have to commit to 
refereeing any more than you already do.  
 
In the past 12 months over 500 referees in Sussex have attended a Referee Respect Workshop, part 
of this training included advice on how to recognise and deal with persistent offenders. Figures from 
the last two years show that cautions for persistently infringing the Laws of the Game have increased 
by 103 from 734 to 837, which appears to reflect this training.  
 
The Respect  Programme is not just about referees, although like in a match they are central to its 
success, the Respect  Programme relies on everyone involved in the sport playing their part. The 
Respect Programme is not a quick fix option it is, as the name suggests, a programme over a period 
of time, and if we solely rely on referees to implement it, the Respect Programme will take longer to 
be as effective.  
 
The SCFA offered its services and was duly invited to a number of League and Club meetings to 
offer advice on how to maximise the benefits of the Respect  Programme. One of the main areas we 
addressed was the player/referee relationship and how this joint respect should improve the 
enjoyment of all those involved in the game.  
 
Therefore it is pleasing to note that last season within Sussex:- 
Assaults on match officials significantly dropped from 19 to 9. 
Improper or insulting behaviour towards match officials dropped from 41 to 29. 
The number of people refusing to give a name or gave a false name to the 
referee dropped from 22 to 12. 
The number of people using offensive, insulting or abusive language or 
gestures towards match officials has dropped from 236 to 203. 
 
These figures suggest there has been an improvement in the player/referee relationship, although 
some will say just one assault on a referee in a season is one too many, the fact that the numbers in 
this crucial area are falling is very encouraging. 
 
So is the Respect Programme working? In Sussex it does seem to be having the right effect, so far.  
We now look to build on that momentum, and hope for help from all areas of football in the County to 
do so.

REFREES REPORT 
 

Those of you who have attended a Personal Hearing will know the Referee 
is asked “Do you wish to change anything in your report?” The expected 
answer is “no”.  
The reason for this is that the content of your report dictates exactly what 
the individual is charged with and changing the report only slightly may 
also change the charge that is appropriate.  
 

For instance a report including “The number nine shouted out you’re a 
f*****g idiot referee” will raise a different charge to “The number nine 
shouted out you’re a f******g idiot”, if it is not clear that the words were 
directed towards the Referee. 
 

If you do wish to amend your report in anyway this should be done 
in writing and well in advance of the Personal Hearing being 
convened to Ashley Slaughter, General Manager. This will allow for the  
correct paperwork to be issued to the person charged. 
 

OBSERVERS 
 

If you wish to be accompanied at a Personal Hearing, you are welcome to bring an observer with 
you. This can be a friend and/or colleague, your local Referees’ Society will also provide this support 
if required. 
Note: Although providing moral support for you they will not be permitted to say anything at all during 
the proceedings. The name of the observer must be received by the General Manager in advance of 
the Personal Hearing. 
 

CLOSED DATES 
 

In recent months a number of Referees have failed to attend Personal Hearings, some with valid 
reasons and some without. Obviously from The SCFA perspective this is not acceptable and has to 
be addressed. 
 

What is The SCFA doing to alleviate this? 
 

The Referees’ Department will now use ‘all’ of your ‘Closed Dates’ not only for ‘Matches’ but also 
‘Personal Hearings’. 
 

The SCFA will only arrange Personal Hearings on your open dates.  
 

How can you help? 
 

Ensure you close all dates with the Referees’ Central Appointments Officer as 
soon as you know them. Birthdays and anniversaries are usually the same date 
each year! 
 

Do not close dates just to avoid Personal Hearings – This is an unacceptable 
practise that a few employ. 

 

Where we go from here…  
 

If you have not closed the date of the Personal Hearing, you will be expected to attend as part of your 
refereeing duties.  
 

Failure to attend may result in action being taken against you by a Sub Committee of The Referees’ 
Committee. 
 



�
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If it is important to remain fit, it is vital to remain healthy. Of course the two go hand in hand. You’re 
not healthy, so you don’t exercise you become unfit. It’s a vicious circle. 
  
But being fit is no guarantee of health. Six years ago a really close friend of mine, Mick Polli, died of a 
massive heart attack at the age of 46. He died with his football boots on doing what he loved most. 
He was probably the fittest guy I ever met and could run half marathons for fun.  
  
There have been others, people who have played a big part of my life that fell to similar fates, well 
before their time and sadly there will probably be more to come.   
  
I read a statistic recently that claimed 60% of all strokes and 40% of all heart attacks are caused by 
high blood pressure. But as high blood pressure is symptom less, most suffers have no idea that they 
have the condition.  
  
I really want to get across the message for everyone to get checked. 
  
I decided I needed re-enforcements to get across my message. I am therefore very  
grateful to the help of Sussex FA doctor, Doctor Gordon. He very kindly came along  
to the Sussex FA referee fitness tests and really hammered home the message. 
  
Doctor Gordon urged everyone to make an appointment and see their GP.  
He reminded everyone that “doctors are paid more if you turn up every now  
and again to see them, and as doctors need more money, please support 
them” he told everyone. 
  
He asked us to consider CUB. 
  
That is, Cholesterol, Urine, Blood. All can be checked by the practice nurse and the most common 
underlying problems would be identified, such as sugar in urine, high blood pressure and your level of 
cholesterol. 
  
He asked everyone if they knew their body mass index or BMI. Healthy = less than 25. It is easy to 
work it out – you can check out yours by visiting:

As well as doctors making money, don’t forget the drug companies who in this economic downturn 
need our business. They have over many years created drugs to combat major illnesses, if only they 
are administered before it is too late.  They don’t look for cures, just tablets to keep you alive, the 
more tablets you take the greater their profit – sorted.  
  
Over recent weeks we have seen the tragic case of John Hartson, who found a testicular lump over 
two years ago. Mr Hartson didn’t go to the doctor until he was suffering blinding headaches. The 
cancer by that time had spread through is body to his brain and is now almost certainly terminal.

Laws of the Game: Amendments 2009-10 
 

Law 1 – The Field of Play

Law 11 – Offside – Interpretation of the Laws of th e Game

If a defending player steps behind his own goal line in order to place an opponent in an offside position, the 
referee must allow play to continue and caution the defender for deliberately leaving the field of play without 
the referee’s permission when the ball is next out of play.

When an offside offence occurs, the referee awards an indirect free kick to be taken from the position of the 
offending player when the ball was last played to him by one of his team mates.

If you notify Ray by email he 
will acknowledge it, so if no acknowledgement Ray has not received your email.  
 
Although closed date cards were sent out with your Registration Cards, Ray prefers to receive closed 
dates by email at centralappointments@ntlworld.com  
If you require further closed date cards please let him know and you will be sent some. 
 
To help the leagues with their appointing and to avoid the Referee merry-go-round, each week Ray 
will hold a few Referees as spare. The reason for this is to minimise the need to remove Referees 
from Local League appointments to cover County Cup or Senior League ones. A few days before the 
weekend Ray will release any Referees still spare to the Local Leagues, under the proviso that in 
emergencies those are the Referees that he will take back. So if you do not appear to have a match 
on a particular day you are likely to be on the spare list and will receive a match in due course. If you 
have not received an appointment by Thursday, do not arrange to go shopping check with Ray where 
you can be used.
