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The 2010-2011 SCFA Referees’ Promotion Scheme falls into four categories, Level 7 to 6, Level 6 to
5, Level 6 to 4 and Level 5 to 4, all of which have their own criteria. Therefore it is crucial that you
correctly indicate the category that applies to you when completing the application form.

a) Have served at least one full season or 12 months as a Level 7 Referee

b) Apply to the SCFA for consideration for promotion by 31% January 2010. Application form
attached.

c) Fully meet all of The FA criteria

d) Reregister as a Referee with The SCFA before 31 May 2010 and meet CRB and
Safeguarding Children requirements in accordance with The FA.

e) Demonstrate a good level of Personal Administration. This means that you are able to
comply with all SCFA Procedures including using the Central Appointments (closed dates)
System; deal promptly and correctly with all correspondence with the SCFA, your Divisional
Co-ordinator and the Leagues; complete match return cards, misconduct reports and attend
commissions (if required) etc.

Club marks will also be taken into consideration.
Additional requirements for each category are listed below...

1) Must officiate on 11-a-side Adult football (including under 18s)— and Referee a minimum of twenty
(20) games during the Promotion Period, which is from 1% March 2010 to 28" February 2011.
Note youth matches do not count towards promotion matches.

2) Achieve an indicative Assessment Mark of 70 or above on a minimum of 3 assessments.

3) Must attend at least one of the two published Promotion In Service Training Courses on Thursday
25" March 2010 and or Sunday 15™ August 2010. Please note that failure to attend one of these
meetings will mean that you will be removed from the 2010-2011 Promotion Scheme.

4) Must pass the required FA Laws of the Game test, at which you will be allowed three attempts; 2
of the 3 attempts will be available at both Promotion IST Meetings. In the unlikely event that you
need a third and final attempt, you will be required to arrange a mutually convenient date and time
to attend the SCFA Headquarters in Lancing to take the test.

1) Must officiate on 11-a-side Adult football (including under 18s)— and Referee a minimum of twenty

2) Achieve an indicative Assessment Mark of 70 or above on a minimum of 4 assessments, one to
be out of division.

25" March 2010 and or Sunday 15" August 2010. Please note that failure to attend one of these
meetings will mean that you will be removed from the 2010-2011 Promotion Scheme.

4) Must pass the required FA Laws of the Game test, at which you will be allowed three attempts; 2
of the 3 attempts will be available at both Promotion IST Meetings. In the unlikely event that you
need a third and final attempt, you will be required to arrange a mutually convenient date and time
to attend the SCFA Headquarters in Lancing to take the test.
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Must officiate on 11-a-side Adult football (including under 18s)— and Referee a minimum of twenty

In the unlikely event that you
need a third and final attempt, you will be required to arrange a mutually convenient date and time
to attend the SCFA Headquarters in Lancing to take the test.

Undertake a minimum of 5 appointments as an Assistant Referee in the consideration year.

Successfully complete a Pre Level 4 Nomination Fitness Test on either Thursday 13" May at the
K2 Stadium, Crawley or Sunday 6 June at Withdean Stadium, Brighton by achieving 2500m in 12
minutes and two 50m sprints in 7.5 seconds.

Must be prepared to Referee regularly on Saturdays and midweek.

Although not compulsory you are expected to attend the In Service Training course for potential
Level 4 Referees on Thursday 28™ October 2010 at the Sussex County FA Headquarters in Lancing.

Note: If you are unsuccessful in gaining your Level 4 promotion it is still possible to be promoted to
Level 5 if you meet all of the Level 6 to 5 criteria.
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Must officiate on 11-a-side Adult football (including under 18s)— and Referee a minimum of fifteen
(15) games during the Promotion Period, which is from 1% March 2010 to 28" February 2011.
Note youth matches do not count towards promotion matches.

Achieve an indicative Assessment average mark of 75 or above on a minimum of 5 assessments,
one of which to be out of division.

Undertake a minimum of 5 appointments as an Assistant Referee in the consideration year.

Successfully complete a Pre Level 4 Nomination Fitness Test on either Thursday 13" May at the
K2 Stadium, Crawley or Sunday 6™ June at Withdean Stadium, Brighton by achieving 2500m in
12 minutes and two 50m sprints in 7.5 seconds.

Must be prepared to Referee regularly on Saturdays and midweek.

Although not compulsory you are expected to attend the In Service Training course for potential
Level 4 Referees on Thursday 28™ October 2010 at the Sussex County FA Headquarters in Lancing.
